» Article 10 : Parties "carry out recovery, management, planning and other
measures to effect the survival of [endangered or threatened] species™ and regulate

or prohibit activities having "adverse effects on such species or their habitats."
» Article 11 : Each Party shall ensure total protection and recovery to the species of
fauna listed in Annex Il by prohibiting:
1) the taking, possession or killing [...] or commercial trade in such species,
their eggs, parts or products;
1) to the extent possible, the disturbance of such species, particularly during
periods of breeding, incubation, estivation or migration, as well as other
periods of biological stress.

Taking note of recent reports on the taking of hundreds of marine mammals per year
and reports of harvesting of sea turtles still being allowed by some Contracting
Parties, STAC recommends that [...]
